HOW WOULD YOU DO THAT? … SOME QUESTION &
ANSWER NOTES BY TONY ROTH-BROWN BHSI

My horse is lame. I think he has heat in the foot, but both front feet feel
hot. What do I do?
Rinse both front feet with cold water, so that externally both feet are now the
same temperature. Watch the feet dry. Whichever foot obviously dries first has
the greatest heat in it.
If both dry at approximately the same time, then possibly you have heat in both
front feet. You could try doing the comparison in the same way with the hind feet.
Now investigate further. Possibly call farrier or vet.

How do I apply a poultice to my horses knee/hock so that it will stay in place
overnight.?
First apply the equivalent to exercise bandages between the knee & the fetlock
(or hock & fetlock) joints with gamgee or fibergee (or something similar)
underneath. Then use the exercise bandage as a building block bandage to poultice
the knee & keep the bandages in place.
Always put a support bandage on the opposite leg to the injured leg. A fair
proportion of horse, once bandaged will take the view that you have told them they
have a bad leg & will consequently rest it. The will then rest it to the point that
the opposite leg now become strained. Bandage both legs & the horse forgets
which is the bad leg & behaves sensibly.

What is a cradle.?
It consists of about 6 short pieces of wood similar to broom handles but with each
piece only about 2’6” long. These pieces of wood are supported by two pieces of
leather. The whole lot fits around the horse’s neck. It is designed to stop an
injured horse from rubbing leg bandages or picking out stitches that a vet might
have applied to a wound. The point of a cradle is that the horse can put his head
down & forwards & so eat & drink… just not backwards.

What is cross-tying.?
If the horse has to be immobilised for any length of time then the horse is tied by
two ropes. One to the right and one to the left. There is a little slack in the ropes
but not much. The idea of cross trying is to (a) discourage the horse from rolling
(b) make it difficult to turn round & chew at rugs, bandages or stitches and (c) to
stop the horse rubbing his sides & shoulders on the surrounding walls.

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In picture two, he has had three Craniosacral treatments and the difference can be
clearly seen. His head is up, ears pricked, eye bright and interested in life. He now has
hip movement with more rounded hindquarters and is standing much more evenly.

You, the rider, could benefit from Craniosacral too. If you ride slightly to one side or
one hip or shoulder is more forward than the other, this is felt by the horse and they
then have to adjust their body to compensate. So now the horse is even more
restricted.
